® Nevertheless, UN entities apply most of the DAC criteria with some
additional or alternative criteria to reflect their priorities and
focus (connectedness, equity, gender equality, human rights,
scaling up, etc.)

® If an evaluation is to include all criteria, it should at the outset
clearly state which ones are considered a priority.
